Purpose

This procedure is to assist workers to facilitate a smooth transition between
Children, Education & Social Care: Children & Young Peoples Service and the
appropriate Adult Service (Mental Health, Learning Disabilities, & Physical
/Sensory Disabilities).

To ensure continuity and consistency in the documented account of Stockton
Children, Education & Social Care's involvement with Service users.

Scope

This procedure applies to all Children, Education & Social Care staff who are
involved directly or indirectly with the care management of young people with a
learning or physical disability.

Action

Work within an ongoing cycle of assessment, planning,
implementation and review introduced to facilitate seamless
transition from Children & Young People Services to Adult
(Community Care) Services.

14+ REVIEW

Formal process of planning starts for those children / young
people with a statement of special education need who are
permanently and substantially disabled, if they have a
significant and long term impairment which limits their
opportunity to take an equal part in life without the
provision of specialist help, resources or information.

Young People, parent(s) and carer(s) to be actively involved
taking into account their needs and expectations.

Some young people may not be eligible or require services
from the Children, Education & Social Care however they
may benefit from advice and guidance from other agencies,
which should be provided. i.e. Supporting People,
ConneXions, Welfare Rights etc. Transition Decision Tree.

Young People, Parents / Carers, relevant members of school
staff, representative of Children, Education & Social Care,
ConneXions, Health plus anyone else who the head teacher
may feel appropriate invited to meeting.
